Purpose:
It is understood that Dr. Austin will conduct a B-F PRE consistent with the laws and statutes of the State of Colorado including C.R.S. §§ 14-10-124; 14-10-127; 14-10-129; 14-10-131. It is further understood that this B-F PRE will be conducted as a court-appointed expert under that statute for parental responsibility evaluations [C.R.S. § 14-10-127] and the scope of the evaluation will be outlined in the order of appointment. It is understood that the parties and attorneys need to use Dr. Austin’s model appointment order. It is understood that Dr. Austin is appointed to conduct an objective and neutral evaluation as the court’s expert and that no one is his “client” regardless of which party may be responsible for pay the fee for this forensic service. 
I have read the long version of the description of the B-F PRE understood the unique approach to the PRE under a brief-focused model and understand the distinction between the Brief-Focused and Comprehensive PRE (C-PRE). The long version of the B-F PRE can be found on the websites listed above. I understand that with the B-F the number and length of interviews will be less compared to the C-PRE; fewer collaterals will be contacted; there will not be psychological testing or a home visit; and there is a limit on the number of documents reviewed. I understand that if the B-F PRE is used for cases involving complex issues such as relocation, domestic violence, or allegations of alienation that Dr. Austin will not have opinions on the ultimate issues and recommendations concerning parenting time and decision making. I understand that for the complex issue case that the B-F PRE report will contain description of the data; a case analysis of the issues and relevant professional literature; and a discussion of the data and analysis in terms of the main alternative hypotheses for the dispute. I understand that the B-F PRE will provide feedback on the pointes of agreement and disagreement between the parties for the purpose of educating the parties and attorneys on avenues for future discussion and possible settlement, but I understand that there is not any mediation involved by Dr. Austin. 
I understand the basic cost for the B-F PRE is $5000 with $500 for an additional parent figure (step-parent; significant other) and $250 for each child after the first two children. I understand that there may be additional costs for travel or other extra services and these charges will be addressed at the time the issue comes up and there will need to be written agreement concerning any extra charges. Extra charges are assessed on an hourly basis of $150. I understand that the fee does not include time required for expert testimony should the case proceed to trial and that Dr. Austin usually charges by the day if testimony is required. 
I understand that the philosophy of the B-F PRE is to provide a cost effective approach to providing a high quality forensic parenting evaluation for the court with the expectation that there will be a quick turn around on the finished report from the time of appointment and payment of the fee.

 is responsible for payment of a $5000 retainer for the B-F PRE. I understand that the Court may apportion the fees between the parties at a later time. I understand that $2500 of the retainer is non-refundable.
